Again it is my happy privilege to welcome you to the Annual
Smithfi1ed Po1icemens' Ball.

It seems that I like to take this opportunity each year to
inform you somewhat of the accomplishments we have attained
during the past year and actually I believe this is an excell-
ent time to do this for it is an occasion which in a sense

commemorates and celebrates the very existence of the Smith-
field Police Department.

Again during the past year, the department has functioned as
a smooth, efficient and modern law enforcement agency and the
facts and figures for our official annual report bear this
out.

The calendar year 1976 shows that in Smithfield, serious crimes
decreased by 32% and less serious crimes decreased by 33% while
the complaints we answered increased by over 9%. Of all the
serious crimes 51% were cleared and of the lesser crimes 69%
were cleared. This is a record of which I am most proud and
would not hesitate to match against any comparative department.

It is perhaps unnecessary to say that a record such as this could
not be accomplished without excellent cooperation from the ord-
inary citizen. This cooperation, for the most part, we have and
I am quite pleased by it for law enforcement is a very difficult
task which never gets easier and the only satisfaction we really
get is to know that we are doing a good job and that we do have
the positive cooperation of the greater majority of our citizens.
